New Business:

Certification of the Statewide General Election held on Tuesday, November 5, 2024, and order such recounts as required by law.
Chairman Shedd asked the Board of Canvassers if they have received all Official Results sent by staff relating to the Statewide General Election of 2024. All Canvassers confirmed they had.  

Chairman Shedd asked which races require a recount. Director Knapp informed that State Senate District 29 and the Fire District Commissioner Piedmont Public Service Area.
