Chairman Shedd called the meeting to order. Director Knapp informed the commission that a quorum was present. Director Knapp advised all notices of the meeting had been posted as required by the Freedom of Information Act and that the South Carolina State Election Commission was holding this emergency meeting on Monday, November 18, 2024, at 4:15 p.m. pursuant to S.C. Code of Laws §30-4-80(a). 

New Business:
Letter to Lee County Board of Voter Registration and Elections Office 

Chairman Shedd mentioned that Lee County's numbers were certified last Friday, but discrepancies were noticed. Director Knapp emphasized that they certify the numbers as presented, even in unusual situations. The discussion continued with Commissioner McCall seeking clarification on the Lee County recount numbers. Director Knapp provided details from the Lee County report.

Chairman Shedd pointed out discrepancies between the election totals and the recount totals, though the winners remained unchanged. There was general discussion between Chairman Shedd, Commissioner Mosely, and Director Knapp. Chairman Shedd acknowledged the possibility of a protest, which the State Board of Canvassers would oversee.

Chairman Shedd opened the floor to any further discussion.

Commissioner McCall asked for background information about the Lee County Board of Voter Registration and Elections Office Director, Kaulanda Lewis. There was discussion between the Commissioners and Director Knapp about the various issues that are common in protests. 

Chairman Shedd opened the floor to a motion. On a motion of Commissioner Day, seconded by Commissioner McCall, the Commission authorized Director Knapp to send the drafted letter to Lee County Board of Voter Registration and Elections Office, Kaulanda Lewis, and the other appropriate authorities. With no further discussion, the vote was unanimous. 

Chairman Shedd made note that the State Election Commission and Board of Canvassers certified the results based on state law. 

On a motion of Commissioner Mosely, seconded by Commissioner Edler, the cover letter would be sent to the appropriate authorities. The vote was unanimous. 

Director Knapp confirmed that the deadline for any protests to be filed is Wednesday, November 20, 2024, at noon. 

Commissioner McCall confirmed that the State Election Commission meeting to take place on Wednesday, November 20, 2024, was cancelled. 

On motion of Chairman Shedd, the meeting adjourned.
